It is vital that you complete all forms and most importantly, the medical release form, must have 3 original
notarized copies.

All of the forms are located on the Region 2 website which is www.region2.com . Go to the ODP Menu and select
ODP Official Forms. These forms must be filled out and you need to make the specified number of copies or else
they will be sent back to you. You need to download and complete the following:

» ODP Medical Release Form-IMPORTANT-Must have three ORIGINAL (enclosed) Notarized
COPIES, yes three!

» ODP Medical History Questionnaire Form-Please complete and sign (player(s) and parent(s) and
photocopy this form two more times, so the total is three.

» ODP Player Profile Form-Need to attach photograph of child and photocopy this form two more times, so
the total is three. Both player(s) and parent(s) signature is required at the bottom of the form.

* Proof of Players Medical Insurance Form-Place players insurance card on form and photocopy this form
two more times, so the total is three.

* ODP Players Code of Conduct Agreement-Please read, and both player(s) and parent(s) must sign at
bottom. Photocopy this form two more times, so the total is three.

Summary of Package that needs to be sent or delivered:
ODP Medical Release Form-3 Original-3 original notarized copies
ODP Medical History Questionnaire-1 original and 2 copies
ODP Player Profile-1 original (photo must be original too) plus 2 copies
Proof of Players Medical Insurance Form-1 original and 2 copies
ODP Players Code of Conduct Agreement-1 original and 2 copies

All forms need to be signed by both players and parent(s), with the exception of the Proof of Players Medical
Insurance Form.

All forms must be properly completed, copied, signed and turned into

the Indiana Youth Soccer state office by May 31st. Packet must be hand delivered
or mailed, please do not fax any copies!
